Funded activity could include — Wellbeing Webinars, Support Groups, one-to-one Mentoring
or Wellbeing Support, Conferences or Events, Specialist Counselling or Therapy, Resources
or Technology to support our professions. Research & development of wellbeing support.

Eligibility
Applications must fall into one of the following categories:

o Registered Charities, Community Groups, Social Enterprises/Community Interest
Companies, A not-for-profit company limited by guarantee, Constituted Community
Groups, An Educational Institution such as school or college.

e You must be a specialist wellbeing provider supporting either Doctors, Dentists or
Teachers.

Please note, we are unable to fund the following:
e Individuals or sole traders

e Capital Builds
Organisations who have indicated poor management of any previous grants or who
present poor financial health

e Pure sponsorship purposes or funding purely for costs of fundraising events

Additional Eligibility and Supporting Information Requirements:
To be eligible to apply you must be able to provide proof of:

e Your organisation / company has a management committee / board of trustees / board
of directors with at least three unrelated people as members, a list of those directors
will be required showing who has bank authorisation.

e A written constitution / articles / set of rules.

A copy of your most recent annual accounts or financial records showing your
organisation’s balance of funds, income, and reserves.

e A bank account in the name of the organisation with at least two unrelated signatories.

e A bank statement from the last three months.

o Copies of your Safeguarding Policy (if you will be working with children or vulnerable
adults).

An Equality, Diversity, and Inclusion policy.

e Quotes for capital items over £300.

To comply with Wesleyan's Anti-Money Laundering and Financial Crime Policies, we
conduct due diligence checks on all charities and trustees who are recipients of grants.
To perform this check, we require the names, dates of birth and trustees of all trusts
associated with the charity. This information will be requested once the decision has
been made to award the Grant, pending this due diligence check.
